INT. COURTROOM - DAY 

A mumbling hubbub as Barristers’ settle into their places 

and the jury begin taking their seats. 

 

INT. HOUSE – STAIRS, HALL – DAY 

A MAN comes down the stairs, buttoning his shirt. 

By the front door he puts on a jacket and looks at a 

Decree Absolute on a small table. 

He picks up his car keys and then checks his pockets, 

pulling out a red lipstick. 

He leaves the house. 

 

 

INT. COURTROOM – DAY 

A FEMALE CLIENT, mid 30’s, enters and takes her place 

next to her Barrister team.   

The court rises as DISTRICT JUDGE KATHERINE GREEN enters. 

 

EXT. DRIVEWAY – DAY 

The Man gets into his car – written on the driver’s side 

of the car is the word ‘BASTARD’. 

The car pulls out of the drive. 

 

 

INT. COURTROOM – DAY 

The female client stands as a FEMALE BARRISTER begins to 

approach her. 

 

EXT. STREET – DAY 

The Man’s car pulls up next to an attractive WOMAN, early 

30’s, opens his window and presents the lipstick to the
